Mother Knows Best

Another Mother’s Day comes and goes, making us realize that we
cannot thank our mother only once a year. A Chinese renounced author
described Mother’s love well. She wrote, “*Mother, why do you love
me.” Mother put down her thread and needle, answered me softly, ‘Not
because of anything, just because you are my daughter.””

It is hard to give birth and nurse children, however, to educate and
cultivate them are even more challenging. To raise good Christian
children in this “e” generation is indeed very difficult.

Perhaps we can learn from Mary who lost Jesus for three days after the
Feast of Passover in the temple (Luke 2: 41-52).

1. It took Mary a full day to realize that Jesus was missing. Mothers,
do you know where your children are at this moment? In the old days,
Mencius’ mother moved three times to find a better environment for her
children. Are your kids associated with the right crowd? Do they believe
in the Lord? Are they growing in the right direction spiritually?

2. During the three days of searching for Jesus, Mary was anxious,
worried, and angry as we can imagine. When she found Jesus in the
temple, she was astonished. She told Jesus about her feelings. It is a
valuable lesson for mothers. Communicate your feelings not criticisms to
your children. That will make the generation gap narrower.

3. Mary treasured up what Jesus said although she did not fully
understand. It was very wise of her to do so. Mothers cannot always
understand everything about their children. Be patient. Let them have
their space.

Let us pray: O Lord, bless all the mothers and may they grow in
wisdom and favor of God and people. Help all mothers to bring their
children to know you and serve you. Amen.
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
